MM21, The Yokohama Station area,
Yamashita Park, Chinatown,
Isezakicho area, and the Motomachi
area.You can also ride the retro-style
red tour bus known as Akai-kutsu
(Red Shoes) with this ticket. OCost :

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Travel on the water : The Seabass
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Sankeien Garden
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This is a Japanese-style garden opened to
the public in 1906 by Sankei Hara, who
made his fortune in the silk trade that
supported Yokohama. In this 175,000 m?
garden there are 17 examples of classical
Japanese architecture moved here from
Kyoto and Kamakura, including 10
structures designated as important cultural
assets. They can be enjoyed along with the
seasonal flowers. One may also enjoy the
works of masters who were patronized by
Sankei Hara such as Taikan Yokoyama and
Kanzan Shimomura. ©Open hours: 9:00
A.M. _5:00 P.M. OAdmission fee: Adults
500 yen, Children 200 yen OClosed period:

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Yokohama Chinatown
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At the time that the port was opened,
Chinese people living in Japan served the
role of communicating between Japanese
and Westerners who were not able to
understand each others' languages. They
built the kanteibyo in one corner of the
enclave for foreigners and have their roots
in the town that built up around it. At the
beginning of the Meiji period, it developed
into an area with a population of
approximately 1,000 people. Even today
they are able to boast that this Chinatown
has the greatest number of restaurants of
any Chinatown in the world.
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Yokohama Doll
Museum
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This museum which displays dolls
from around the world is based on
the concept of a "world cruise of
dolls departing from
Yokohama".The museum displays a
permanent collection of
approximately 1300 dolls from 140
countries including the local dolls of
Japan and introduces a variety of
dolls in its planned exhibits. OOpen

International
Passenger Terminal
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It reopened in 2002 as a new
gateway to the sea in the
International City of Yokohama. Its
unique design by British resident
architects Alejandro Zaera Polo and
Farshid Moussavi was chosen in an
international competition. It is large
enough to accommodate up to two
large (over five tons) passenger ships
such as the Queen Elizabeth II
simultaneously. The open area on
the roof is open 24 hours a day.
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
